Your best protection is to WATCH, everyone around 
you.  You need to constantly be looking for dangers.  Such as: 
cars, animals, objects in the road, potholes, and even other mo-
torcycles.

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SAFE RIDING TIPS 
 Motorcycling is primarily a solo activity, but for many, riding as a 
group -- whether with friends on a Sunday morning ride or with an 
organized motorcycle rally -- is the epitome of the motorcycling experi-
ence. Here are some tips to help ensure a fun and safe group ride:  
Arrive prepared. Arrive on time with a full gas tank.  
Keep the group to a manageable size, ideally five to seven riders. If 
necessary, break the group into smaller sub-groups, each with a lead 
and sweep rider.  
Ride prepared. At least one rider in each group should pack a cell 
phone, first-aid kit, and full tool kit, so the group is prepared for any 
problem that they might encounter.  
Ride in formation. The staggered riding formation (see diagram be-
low) allows a proper space cushion between motorcycles so that each 
rider has enough time and space to maneuver and to react to hazards. 
The leader rides in the left third of the lane, while the next rider stays at 
least one second behind in the right third of the lane; the rest of the 
group follows the same pattern. A single-file formation is preferred on 
a curvy road, under conditions of poor visibility or poor road surfaces, 
entering/leaving highways, or other situations where an increased space 
cushion or maneuvering room is needed.  
Avoid side-by-side formations, as they reduce the space cushion. If 
you suddenly needed to swerve to avoid a hazard, you would not have 
room to do so. You don’t want handlebars to get entangled.  
Periodically check the riders following in your rear view mirror. If 
you see a rider falling behind, slow down so they may catch up. If all 
the riders in the group use this technique, the group should be able to 
maintain a fairly steady speed without pressure to ride too fast to catch 
up.  
If you’re separated from the group, don’t panic. Your group should 
have a pre-planned procedure in place to regroup. Don’t break the law 
or ride beyond your skills to catch up.  
 

Thoughts from the Chaplin . . . 
 

GOOD FRIDAY  
 
The Friday before Easter is the most solemn day for 
Christians - it is the day on which Jesus Christ died 
on the cross. This day is known as Good Friday, Holy 
Friday, Great Friday or Black Friday. As such, Good 
Friday is a day of mourning, and all the ceremonies 
and rituals of the day are centered on the feeling of 
sorrow, at the pain and humiliation that Jesus 
underwent for the cause of goodness and humanity. 
The message of Good Friday is that  "an eye for an 
eye" cannot work. The way to conquer evil is through 
good. Similarly, violence can be overcome only by 
non-violence and hatred by love. 
 
Good Friday is devoted to fasting and prayer, as a 
way of following the example of Jesus, who stressed 
the role of prayer in the struggle to conquer evil. The 
service consists of prayers and readings from the 
Bible. In many churches, a piece of wood in the 
shape of the cross is kept. People pray before the 
cross and kiss it. Jesus is believed to have died on the 
Cross at three in the afternoon. Therefore, the 
traditional service lasts for three hours from noon. 
Some churches concentrate less on prayers, and 
instead, encourage people to become involved in 
charitable deeds. 
 
In some churches, mourners wear black and enact the 
Passion of Christ - scenes of Christ's crucifixion and 
burial. Many churches cover the cross and the altar 
with mourning black, and do not light any candles. At 
other churches, candles are lit, but they are 
extinguished one by one, with the last one being put 
out at the moment denoting Jesus' death. The church 
bells are not rung on Good Friday. Catholic churches 
follow the tradition of the Stations of the Cross. 
People pass before paintings depicting the important 
scenes of the last hours of Jesus' life, reciting prayers 
and singing hymns.

Let this mind be in you which was also in Christ 
Jesus, who, being in the form of God, did not 
consider it robbery to be equal with God, but 
made Himself of no reputation, taking the form of 
a bondservant, and coming in the likeness of men. 
And being found in appearance as a man, He 
humbled Himself and became obedient to the 
point of death, even the death of the cross 
(Philippians 2:5-8). 
 

In this setting of scripture Paul points us to Jesus 
and His commitment to God’s calling. We see four 
steps of commitment in these scriptures. He is our 
ultimate example and Savior – He made the 
ultimate sacrifice. He left His place in Heaven to 
fulfill His commitment. He came to earth to walk 
beside His creation and He walked out His 
commitment through sacrifice and total dedication 
to God.   
 

Step 1: Jesus gave up His form as God to take on 
the form of man. (verse 6) 

Step 2: Jesus emptied Himself of His rights and 
became a bondservant. (verse 7) 

Step 3: Jesus humbled Himself. (verse 8) 

Step 4: Jesus became obedient to the point of 
death. (verse 8) 
 

Commitment is like prayer; it is often talked 
about, but seldom practiced. In all walks of life, 
both within our natural lives as well as our 
spiritual lives, we look for people who are truly 
committed. We sometimes hear the phrase: “They 
live what they believe.” If what we claim to believe 
and the way we live do not line up with each other, 
then one would question the level of commitment. 
To walk in the rewards of life requires a 
commitment. We see people in various stages of 
commitment; at what stage (step) do you see 
yourself at? Why are you at this stage (step)? 
 

We cannot be the person of God we are called to 

be until we move to step 4. We must come to a 
place of a true servant, humble to the place of total 
commitment and empty of oneself so that God 
may fulfill His calling in us. I realize this is a 
progressive process that comes from total 
surrender, but what a blessed place to be. May I 
encourage you to start from where you are and go 
to a deeper commitment! The reward is worth the 
price. Will you say yes? 

Sometimes it seems like God is difficult to find and 
impossibly far away. We get so caught up in our small 
daily duties and irritations that they become the only 
things that we can focus on. What we forget is that God's 
love and beauty are all around us, every day, if only we 
would take the time to look up and see them.
