“On the last day, that great day of the feast, Jesus stood and 
cried out, saying, ‘If anyone thirsts, let him come to Me and 
drink. He who believes in Me, as the Scripture has said, out of 
His heart will flow rivers of living water’” (John 7:37-38, 
NKJV). 
 
There are three key points in this setting of scripture. First, we 
must realize the need. Christ says, if we thirst, then come. 
Second, He made a commitment to us that there is water in the 
house for those that are thirsty. Third, He says not just water is 
available, but a river that will flow from our heart. The choice 
is ours. We can have a sip or we can have the freshness of the 
power of God with a never-ending flow from the throne room 
through our hearts to not only minister to our needs, but to the 
needs of those around us.
